EXPLORING CHARACTERS AND THEMES
ACTIVITY 1 - CHARACTERISATION

Make a list of the characters who take part in the story. Beside each character state whether they are Major or minor characters.

We learn about characters by: 

(a) What the author tells us - he way a character is described

          etc. 

(b) The way a character behaves 

(c) The way other characters behave towards a particular 

     character 

(d) Information spoken about the character by other characters

          and so on.

What do we learn about the two main characters in this story. Give as much information as possible: age, physical description, qualities, characteristics etc.

ACTIVITY 2: POETRY

Using the poetry anthologies ‑ locate two poems that you feel reflect the theme of the story. Write both these poems in your workbook and illustrate your work. Your illustration may be hand drawn or pictures cut from an old magazine. Beneath each poem state what you think the poet is saying.' (at least a paragraph of writing)

NOW: Using the title FRIENDSHIP - write your own poem of at least two verses

ACTIVITY 3: NEWSPAPER WRITING

As a reporter write the story that would have been written.in the local newspaper reporting Leslie’s death.

FIRST OF ALL: cut a newspaper article of a simiilar event from your newspaperr, paste it in your workbook and answer the questions: WHAT, WHEN, HOW, WHERE AND WHY about what happened.

SECONDLY: Plan your own story based on WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, HOW, WHERE AND WHY.

REMEMBER: ONLY INCLUDE THE IMPORTANT DETAILS

Writing Task One:

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Writing Task Two
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A year, almost to the day of the tragic drowning, of Leslie Burke, another child almost drowns under the same circumstances. The town is upset by such a repetition is possible and that their demands for a walk bridge have been ignored.

You are a reporter for “Terabithia Times" (a coincidence) who sees this as an opportunity to write a HUMAN INTEREST story for safety week: that is, you will use the anniversary of Leslie’s death to remind others that safety should start with them.  Possibly too, some pressure should be put on the council to build that bridge.

As the reporter:

· What will your newspaper article finally say and how ill it finally look?

· Who did you interview for your story?

· What point (angle) did you make with your story (e.g. even responsible people do not make decisions; Leslie was a great loss to the town)
